REXDALE BASEBALL LEAGUE

MOSQUITO, PEE WEE & BANTAM DIVISIONS


House league games are played under the rules and regulations as set out in the O.B.A. Official Rules of Baseball Handbook.

These rules are adjustments and clarifications to the official rules and will govern in case of any discrepancy.

ACTIVE
A coach may, at his/her discretion, move any active player to any defensive position (the


PLAYERS
exception is the catcher, unless he/she has been injured, otherwise the catcher must complete the 


inning) on the field at any time after asking for and receiving a time out from the umpire.  The 


umpire, if asked, may call ‘time’ and allow the coach to make the required changes.

BALKS
The balk rule is in force for pee wee and bantam divisions.  During regular season, one warning 


shall be issued per pitcher before calling a balk.  During the playoffs, no warning 
will be given. 



In the mosquito division, the balk rule is not in force.  A warning will be given to the pitcher.  



In all cases, a noted balk will be explained to the pitcher and the coach prior to the next pitch.

BATTING
A batter is permitted to run on a dropped third strike if first base is unoccupied and less than two 


out.  A batter shall be called out on appeal when he/she fails to bat in the proper batting order 



(as listed on the official score sheet).  The proper batter may take his/her place in the batters box
 

without penalty, at any time prior to the improper batter becoming a runner or  being put out.



The proper batter assumes the strike/ball count at the time he/she replaces the improper batter.

EQUIP-
No equipment other than what is issued to coaches by the league, may be used unless approved 
MENT
by the convener prior to the start of the game, or mutually agreed upon by both coaches prior



to the start of the game.  Gloves and regulation helmets are excluded.

GAME
A mosquito or peewee game must start at 6:30 p.m.  Default time is 6:45 p.m.  No new innings 


will start after 8:00 p.m.  



In bantam, a game must start at 7:00 p.m.  Default time is 7:15 p.m. No new innings after 2 hours 

of play.  There is a 2 1/2 hour time limit on bantam games.  



In mosquito, an official game consists of 3 completed innings and a maximum of 7 innings.  



In bantam and peewee, an official games consists of 4 completed innings and maximum of 7 


innings.  



Each team shall field 9 defensive players.  A team which cannot field a minimum of 7 players 



will default the game.  If neither team can field 7 players both teams will be charged with a



loss.  All players who attend the game will be placed on the official score sheet and will bat 



following the batting order even if they are to sit out the defensive half of the inning.  All



players on a team will have equal opportunity to defensive play.  No single player  will sit out 


two innings unless all other team members have sat out at least 1 inning.



If the game is called off, at the umpire’s discretion, due to darkness, unsafe field conditions or



weather, the official score will be recorded from the end of the last completed inning.

HOME
The home team provides the game ball, an official scorekeeper, and the bases.  They are
TEAM
responsible for setting up the bases and pitching mound.  The coach is responsible for ensuring 


the official score sheet is signed by the plate umpire and phoning in the score to the convener.



He must retain the official score sheet and hand it in to the convener.

INJURIES
If a player gets hurt, play is stopped immediately, and the injured player is attended to.  Once



play resumes the umpire decides if runners are to advance and direct them to do so.  Notify 



umpires of all injuries.

INFIELD
The infield fly rule applies to all levels.
FLY

Infield fly is completely at the discretion of the umpire when there are runners on first and 


second or bases are loaded, with less than two outs.  The batter is out automatically if the ball 


stays fair.  Runners may advance at will.

LEAD OFFS
Lead offs are permitted in pee wee and bantam.  In mosquito, there are no lead offs till the ball 



crosses the plate and there is no stealing home..
LATE

If a player arrives after the first inning has been completed, he/she cannot be added to the
PLAYERS
official score sheet and cannot play.

OVERRUN
If a base runner overruns a preceding runner, he/she will be called out by the umpire.



If, while the  ball is alive, 2 runners are touching the same base, the following runner will be 


called out only after he/she has been tagged.  The preceding runner is entitled to the base.

OVER

An overthrow to first or third which goes into the dugout or out of play, with runner(s) on base, THROW
will advance the runner(s) one extra base in addition to any bases they were advancing to when 


the overthrow occurred.

PITCHER
In mosquito the pitcher may pitch a maximum of 2 innings during a single game.  The pitching 


rubber will be located 44 feet from home plate.



In peewee and bantam a pitcher may pitch a maximum of 3 innings during a single game.  The 


pitching rubber will be located 50 feet from home plate for peewee and 55 feet for bantam.



For all divisions the pitcher will be allowed 8 warm-up pitches, and 5 warm-up pitches between



innings.   Pitchers must have one foot on the pitching rubber prior to the start of his/her windup.



If a pitcher is removed from the pitching position by the coach, he/she may remain active in the 


game but may not pitch again.  If a pitcher is removed, a replacement must be from the field 


with the new defence coming from the bench.  If a pitcher is scheduled to sit out while he/she is 


pitching, he/she may re-enter the pitching position immediately after sitting out. If a pitcher hits 


two batters, they will receive a warning on the first and  be removed from the pitching position 


on the second.

PROTESTS
The head coach only shall have the right to make a protest.  A protest will not be considered on



a decision involving umpire’s judgement.   Protest must be made before the umpire signs the



official score sheet.  Protests must be made and noted on the score sheet at the time of the 


incident.  The head coach must notify the convener within 24 hours. During playoffs, protests 


will be heard by the umpires who shall consult with the attending convener.  This decision is 


non-appeal able.  All decisions will be made on the field before further play continues.

RECORD
The maximum number of runs that can be scored in 1 inning is 6, except during the last inning, 
OF RUNS
which will be open.  There is a 15 run mercy rule after three and a half innings.  The umpire will



notify both coaches prior to the start of the last innings.  The ball must be dead to end the play. 

RUNNERS
All runners are required to slide or attempt to avoid making contact with a fielder.  A player who 



maliciously runs into another player (umpire‘s decision) will be called out and ejected from the 


game.



 If a runner is injured, they may be replaced by the player shown on the score sheet as the last 


recorded ‘out’.  If the player positioned as ‘catcher’ for the next inning is a runner on base, and 


there are 2 outs, he/she must be pulled from the base to prepare for the next inning, and a pinch 


runner (last recorded out) will continue the play.  This catcher rule over rides the 
rule referring 


the removing of a player twice in one game.

STRIKE
The strike zone will be from the batter’s shoulder down to the knee and from the left side of
ZONE

plate to the right side of the plate, and is solely at the plate umpire’s discretion.  The umpire will



inform both coaches prior to the start of the game, as to his/her definition of the strike zone to



be called.

SCORE
Both teams will supply a scorekeeper (not a coach or coach assistant) and each team will score
KEEPING
the opponents score sheet.  At the end of each inning, the scorekeepers will verify runs scored,


last out, and next batter.  Any discrepancies must be reported to the coaches, and if necessary, to 


the plate umpire for resolution of any problems.  Only the home team score sheet will be



recognized by the umpire.

SMOKING 
Smoking is not permitted by coaches, assistants or umpires on the playing field area while the



game is in progress.

TEAM
It is the coaches responsibility to ensure his/her team behaviour is appropriate for the game.
CONDUCT
While we encourage teams to actively support their team mates while on the field, negative



and disruptive behaviour may be cause for a warning from the umpire.  Continued conduct



unbecoming to the enjoyment of the game for the players, coaches, umpires and fans may be



cause for ejection from the game, playing field, and/or forfeiture of the game.  

UNIFORM
All batters and base runners must wear their full league issued uniforms when they receive them.  

A uniform consists of a hat, a shirt and pants.  All batters and base runners must wear an O.B.A. 


approved helmet, properly secured with a chin strap.   



During playoffs, protests will only be heard by coaches wearing their uniform which consist of 



a hat and shirt provided by the league.

WEATHER
The game will be called at the first sight of lightning.  The umpire (at his /her discretion) may 


call off the game due to rain, darkness or unsafe field conditions.  If an official game has been 


played, the score as of the last complete inning will be recorded as the final official score.
